There is another flaw to which I wish to draw your attention. Some flaws may appear to be minor
in the beginning, but become serious with the passage of time and cause great damage. There is a
flaw in our Jama‘at—and I know that it is due to the circumstances faced by a part of the
members. But every Ahmadi is required to be extremely vigilant. If we do not attend to it and
do not find ways to set it straight, it may result in great harm for the Jama‘at and result in very

serious consequences. That flaw is concerning the offering of congregational prayer.

There is no doubt that Ahmadis are faced with a problem in this regard in that they cannot
offer prayers behind non-Ahmadis, and there are many places where only one Ahmadi lives. He,
therefore, finds himself unable to offer prayers in congregation. One has to be punctual for
offering prayers in congregation, and so it happens that slowly having failed to be on time for
prayers due to not having to say them in congregation, one starts showing slackness and tends to think
that he can offer them at a time of his choice. This makes him unmindful of the importance of
being on time for prayers, eventually causing him to lose the habit of offering prayers on time. Such
a person often gets into the habit of combining the prayers, and becomes so oblivious to offering
them in congregation that even if there are times when he has a chance to offer prayers in
congregation, he does not do so. It is true that he takes to this habit due to unavoidable circumstances,
but Ahmadis should make sure that they never show slackness in regard to the offering of prayers.
No sooner will this slackness take over the Jama‘at than the journey towards destruction will start. May
Allah protect us against such an outcome.

So where there is only one Ahmadi in a village, he should try to convert one more person to
Ahmadiyyat. Should he do this, I hope, God will provide him with a companion in faith. But in case
he fails to find a companion he should go to some other village every second or third day and offer
his prayers in congregation. Don’t let laziness overtake you. Remember that if you forget this

advice of mine, you will never prosper.
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It poses a great difficulty for Ahmadis who live in big cities and who find it hard to visit
their fellows to always be together for prayers. Therefore, what they should do is congregate
with the people in their own area on certain occasions and offer prayers in congregation. You
should never allow slackness to overcome you. This is such a dangerous thing and brings
about horrible consequences. What I have understood from the Holy Quran is that if one is

able to offer prayers in congregation but does not do so, he simply has not offered any prayers.

It is hard to put in words how careful the Holy Prophet® was about not missing any of the
congregational prayers. Once a blind person came to him and submitted to him that it was very
difficult for him to come to the mosque, and that there was nobody who could hold his hand and
help him to the mosque. He submitted if he could be permitted to offer the prayers at home.
The Holy Prophet® granted him the permission. But when he was about to leave, the Holy
Prophet* called him back and asked if he could hear the call for the prayers while at his home. He said
that he could hear the call. At this, the Holy Prophet® said, ‘If the call for prayer reaches your
place, you should come to the mosque to offer the prayers.’

In order to further lay stress on this point, the Holy Prophet® went as far as saying that
he wished he could ask someone else to stand in his place to lead the prayer, and then take some
of his companions with loads of firewood on their heads and burn down the houses of those who
do not show up for the congregational prayers, thus destroying both the houses and the
occupants. Behold, the Holy Prophet® was gracious, noble, kind and beneficent, and yet he
wished the houses of those who habitually missed congregational prayers to be burnt
down. Surely, this hadith manifestly illustrates the significance of offering prayers in

congregation.

He specified the Prayers of Tshi and Fajr; the reason is that these two times pose a
greater difficulty for a believer. At the time of the Zsha Prayer people show laziness because they
are sleepy and in the morning because they find it hard to get up. Considering that the Holy
Prophet® expressed such great concern about these two times, the emphasis upon offering the other
prayers in congregation also becomes very obvious. The truth is that a Jama‘at can never be
established unless it pays due attention to offering prayers in congregation. That is why you
should strive as hard as possible to make it incumbent upon yourselves to offer prayers in
congregation. Should someone fail to find a companion to accompany him for congregation, he
can arrange for congregation at home leading the prayers while his wife and children stand
behind him. This will at least keep the habit of offering prayers in congregation alive. A day will
come that God will make that single person into a full-fledged Jama‘at. May Allah enable you all
to fulfil your obligation in this regard.

and children

Human nature has been bestowed with many kinds of emotions, among of which love for one’s
offspring is the strongest and the most notable. Man, toils hard for his children While bearing the
harshness of weather, sleepless nights, physical labour, and even emotional and spiritual torture;
but he cannot tolerate any harm that comes upon his children.

The biggest reason of children being spoiled is excessive love towards them; parents overlook the
wrong doings of their children at a young age and neglect them by just considering them as deeds done
in ignorance and lack of sensibility. They believe that at this tender age it is not worth making them
realize of what mistake they have committed. When such habits become deep rooted or embedded in
their personalities, as children mature it then becomes more difficult for parents to address and correct
such traits. Consequently, if the child wants to rid himself of such bad habits, Parents can do nothing,
however he himself can do so through his own efforts.

Parents should have a staunch and friendly relation with their children. If we will do so, our children
will trust us and will discuss and share their every matter with us. They will have faith that their parents
can find a solution for every problem and will always be a guide for them.

With the passage of time, our children are growing up, we must educate them on matters such as:
respect towards elders, obedience of parents and dining manners, which we should do so through
demonstration. We should recite Bismillah-ir-Rahman-ir-Rahim in a loud voice before starting a meal
and say Alhamdulillah on finishing it. It is so that our children can understand that food has been
provided to us by Allah the Almighty and we praise Him and are grateful to Him for His blessings. Upon
entering our home, we should say ‘Assalamu’alaikum warahmatullahi wabarakatuh’ in a loud voice,
which is a prayer for the safeguard of the family. This is what was practiced by our beloved prophet
Hadhrat Muhammad SAW and we should follow his Sunnah.

As children spend majority of their time with their parents, they observe and learn from them.
Therefore, it is advised for both parents to treat each other with affection and kindness and have
exemplary inter-marital relations so that their children can also have a strong bond with them. From
early childhood, the habit of offering prayers and reciting The Holy Quran after Fajr prayers should be
instilled in children. We should encourage them to offer prayers with love, affection, and dedication. If
the father is home, then congregational Salah should be offered, and older children should be
encouraged to regularly attend prayer centres. Teaching them how to observe Salah and mosque
etiquettes should be of the upmost importance. If children are reluctant in offering prayers then
instead of parents/guardians being harsh towards them, they should be educated on the merits
It is of no use responding to children with “this is just how we were taught, and, in our time, we did not
question our elder”’. Therefore, it is necessary for us to increase our knowledge in religious and worldly
matters, particularly in the matters and subjects our children are interested in.
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It should be noted that there is a difference between children questioning and misbehaving, this is a
mistake many parents often make. Parents themselves should first understand the minute
difference between the two; and from there, should teach children how to speak accordingly
depending on the context or situation.

The society we live in is comprised of believers in one God (monotheist), those who believe in many
(polytheist) and those who believe in none at all (atheist)- we must safeguard our children from the
ill effects of residing in such a society. To do so, we need to focus on building a strong bond and
remain connected with the Jama’at. We should watch question and answer sessions with Hudhur
(ATBA) on MTA, as questions arise in the minds of children, listening to the answers of Hudhur
(ATBA) will surely provide them with the satisfaction that they so greatly desire.

Parents should themselves participate in Jama’at activities and encourage their children to do so.
How can parents expect their children to have a strong connection with The Jama’at, if they
themselves neglect their obligatory daily prayers, recitation of The Holy Qur’an, Jumu’ah prayers,
listening to Hudhur (ATBA)’s Friday sermons with their families, and fail to make financial sacrifices
as prescribed according to Islam? Virtuous and pious offspring is the best treasure any parent can
have.

Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih the V(May Allah be his helper) 5y “Not only will they be improving their own
future but guaranteeing that of the next generations- in order for them to become true believers.
Surely the next generation will be treading upon the paths of virtue. Parents should understand that
generations to come are not only your offspring but also an asset for Jama’at and the nation.

The Salat is the time when the meeting with Allah takes place. We all know the
importance of this obligatory act, and thus, we do not wish to delve into that area.
Rather, we want to look at the greatness and rewards of performing the Salat in its '
appointed time' - meaning right when the prime time for it sets in.

There are numerous verses of the Qur'an and traditions (ahadith) of the Holy
Prophet Muhammmad (SAW) relating the merits of a punctual Salat, however,
we will just take a look at some of them.

“Verily, prayer that is Namaz is enjoined on the believers to be performed at the
specific timings.” (Chapter 4, verse 104)

The Prophet of Islam Muhammad SAW said,

“No time of Salat sets in but an Angel calls out to the people by saying:' O' people!
Get up and perform your Salat on its prime time so as to extinguish the fire which
you have prepared by your own sins!""

On another occasion he said

the best of the deeds in the eyes of Allah are the Salawat ( five daily Salat)
in their prime times and after that, doing goodness to one' s father and
mother and after that, the best act is Jihad (struggle) in the way of
Allah."

It has been narrated that Imam Ja'far ibn Muhammad as-Sadiq has said,

"The Angel of Death, 'Izra'il states:' There is no house in the east or west of the
earth made of skin or hair (animal hide) except that five times every day I look to
the inhabitants of that house.'

"The Holy Prophet SAW , after hearing this stated,' These times are none other
than the times of the five daily prayers. If the people of that house are of those

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who protect the times of their prayers, then at the time of death, the Angel will
recite the Shahadatain to them and Shaitan, will be pushed far away."

The Holy Prophet Muhammad SAW said,

"One who recites his five daily Salat with complete purity and in their prime time,
on the Day of Judgement, this Salat will be a divine light and proof for him; and
one who disregards the Salat, will be raised up alongside with Fir'awn and
Haman."

Hazrat Anas ibn Malik (ra) said,

“Normally, whenever the Prophet travelled, if the time for Salat would set in, he
would stop right there and recite his Salat."

Hazrat 'Ali ibn Abi Talib (ra) said,

"Recite the Salat in its designated times; and do not recite it before it time just
because you are free and do not delay it because you feel you are too busy; for you
should know that all of your actions are connected to your Salat."

He also said said,

"There is no action that is better in the eyes of Allah than the Salat, therefore, one
must not let any worldly thing stop one from performing the Salat at its prime time.
Allah condemns the one who is negligent of his Salat, and know that Allah does
not accept anything except that which is performed with sincerity."

Combining Namaz

Figah Ahmadiyya

According to Figah Ahmadiyya, namaz can only be combined in extreme
danger, travel, rain, sickness, extreme cold, mud, extreme darkness or very
important religious gathering. The reasons stated above are included in this
exemption as it is difficult for people to gather again resulting in extreme
hardships.

The decision to combine namaz is dependent on the Imam and followers. If the
majority of followers agree to combine namaz, then the Imam should respect
their opinion. Similarly, if the Imam decides to combine namaz, then everyone
should obey the Imam. Once the decision is made, then it is not allowed for
someone to disagree with the decision.

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In Hadith it is mentioned that the Holy Prophet (saw) combined namaz without
rain or disease. When people asked Hadhrat Abas (ra) about this Hadith (who
narrated this hadith), what was the reason? He replied: the objective was that
people should be saved from discomfort. This tradition tells us that apart from
rain or disease there could be other reasons or religious matters where Namaz
could be combined. However, we should be careful not to make it a habit.
Sometimes it is misquoted that namaz will be combined (jamma) at the time of
Promised Messiah (as). The Promised Messiah’s (as) actual words were “Masih
Moud ki khathir namaze jama ki jain gi.” That is Namaz will be combined for
the Promised Messiah (as). This was the time when the Promised Messiah was
very busy in writing tafseer of Surah-Fatiha and was sick as well for over two
months.

A letter from Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV (rt)

The importance of namaz can further be understood from the following Hadith:

“When a child reaches the age of seven, he should be taught to say prayer. And
when he is ten years old, he should be admonished if he does not say prayers.”

The following are some of the advantages of Namaz:

1. Namaz brings us nearer to Allah.
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Namaz helps us to keep away from sins and evil deeds.

By offering Namaz five times a day we become punctual in good habits.

We acquire habits of cleanliness.

Through congregational prayer, Muslims get the chance to know one another
and develop a spirit of brotherhood and cooperation.

7. By following the Imam, the Muslims keep up their organization and discipline.

The Holy Prophet (saw) said:

“He who says prayers in congregation gets 27 times more blessings than who
says it alone.”

| would like to quote an example of the famous personality Sir Zafrullah Khan, May
Allah be pleased with him. Once, he went to see the Queen of England for a very
important meeting, during the meeting the time came for namaz. Instead of
waiting for the meeting to be finish Sir Zafrullah Khan stood up and said to the
gueen, “Please excuse me as it is my prayer time.” The Queen was very impressed
and happily accepted the request.

A lot of people would not have the courage to disrupt such an important meeting
but Sir Zafrullah Khan. A true Muslim was more concerned about the importance
of namaz than the importance of the Queen of England.

In the book Philosophy of the Teachings of Islam the Promised Messiah (as)
writes:

“What are the five daily prayers? They are the pictures of your diverse
conditions. They are five changes that overtake you in your hours of distress.

So, if you want to be safe from those calamities, do not abandon the five daily
prayers.

Therefore, the day
dawns, implore your lord that it may be a day of blessings and peace for you.”
